
HIS BEATITUDE AT THE LAUNCH

   On the afternoon of Monday 10th December 2007, His Beatitude
Theodoros II, Pope and Patriarch of Alexandria and All Africa,
honoured with his presence, the function for the launch of the
new book by the author Nicholas Nikitarides.
