
VISIT OF MUSLIM AND CHRISTIAN
EGYPTIAN  CITIZENS  TO  HIS
BEATITUDE
On the afternoon of August 15, 2022, His Holiness Beatitude
Theodoros II, Pope and Patriarch of Alexandria and all Africa,
received at the Patriarchal Palace of Alexandria the visit of
a  group  of  Egyptian  Muslim  religious  ministers  and
distinguished Christian citizens, who came to His Beatitude to
offer festive wishes on the Feast of the Dormition of the
Theotokos.
